Another option is to copy and 

paste needed info to a WORD docu-

ment instead of printing. Proofread 

before printing! 

No food or drink will be allowed near 

the computers.  Gum is permitted as 

long as it is handled properly. 

Students may not modify any set-

tings on the computer.   

Do not visit unacceptable Internet 

web sites or chat rooms.  If you acci-

dentally open an inappropriate site, 

tell the teacher immediately.
