Kindergarten Math Standards

Standard 1: Number and Computation -The student uses numerical and computational concepts and procedures in a variety of situations.

Benchmark 1:
Number Sense – The student demonstrates number sense for real numbers and algebraic expressions in a variety of situations.


Indicators:

1. Count forward from 0 to 115 (1:1:3a)
2. Count back from 20 to 0 (1:1:3b)
3. Read and record amounts of pennies using the ¢ sign (1:1:5)
4. Know the value of a penny, nickel, dime, and recognize a quarter (1:1:5)
5. Count on, varying the starting point (1:1:6)

6. Match one-to-one (1:1:1)

7. Recognize and understand ½ (1:1:3)
Benchmark 2:
Number Systems and Their Properties – The student demonstrates an understanding of the real number system; recognizes, applies, and explains their properties, and extends these properties to algebraic expressions.


Indicators:

1. Read 3 digit numbers (1:2:6)
2. Understand each “teen” number as 10 + a digit

Benchmark 3: Estimation – The student uses computational estimation with real numbers in a variety of situations.



Indicators:

1. Use concepts of greater and less to find a “mystery

number” (1:3:2)

Standard 2: Algebra - The student uses algebraic concepts and procedures in a variety of situations.

Benchmark 1:  Patterns – The student recognizes, describes, extends, develops, and explains the general rule of a pattern in a variety of situations.  




Indicators:

1. Skip count with the group by 2s, 5s, and 10s

2. Generate, continue, and copy three-part patterns

3. Count with a calculator (2:1:6)

Benchmark 2: Variables, Equations, and Inequalities – The student uses variables, symbols, real numbers, and algebraic expressions to solve equations and inequalities in variety of situations.



Indicators:

1. Participate in telling change-to-more (addition) number stories (2:2:1)
2. Participate in telling change-to-less (subtraction) stories (2:2:2)
Benchmark 4: Models – The student develops and uses mathematical models to represent and justify mathematical relationships found in a variety of situations involving tenth grade knowledge and skills.




Indicators:

1. Rules (What’s my rule game?)  (2:4:1a)

Standard 3: Geometry – The student uses geometric concepts and procedures in a variety of situations.

Benchmark 1:
Geometric Figures and Their Properties – The student recognizes geometric figures and compares and justifies their properties of geometric figures in a variety of situations.  

Indicators:

1. Recognize and name a triangle, square, circle, and rectangle (3:1:1)

Benchmark 2:
Measurement and Estimation – The student estimates, measures and uses geometric formulas in a variety of situations.




Indicators:

1. Explore using a variety of measuring tools (3:2:1)
2. Compare lengths, matching ends (3:2:2)
3. Estimate and read time to the nearest hour on an analog clock (3:2:3)
4. Estimate time (3:2:3)
Benchmark 3:
Transformational Geometry – The student recognizes and applies transformations on two- and three-dimensional figures in a variety of situations.



Indicators:

1. Recognize simple examples of symmetry (3:3:3)

Standard 4: Data - The student uses concepts and procedures of data analysis in a variety of situations.

Benchmark 1: Statistics – The student collects, organizes, displays, explains, and
 interprets numerical (rational) and non-numerical data sets
  in a variety of situations.



Indicators:
1. Discuss graph outcomes with the group (4:2:A1)

2. Count tally marks (4:2:1c)
