situation and expected length.

3. Be able to present the information in a clear and logical order.

4. Be able to compose a conclusion which effectively ends a speech and gives audience direction.

5. Be able to develop a topic fully within time limitations with appropriate details and examples.

6. Be able to demonstrate proper eye contact, posture, gestures, and body movement.

7. Be able to demonstrate proper pace, tone, vocalization, volume and expression.

8. Be able to use clear and appropriate general and specific language and deliver speech extemporaneously.

9. Be able to use audio/visual support to clarify information.

Benchmark 2:  The proficient speaker presents quality persuasive speeches.

    
Indicators:

3. Be able to produce a conclusion which gives the audience actions they could/should take.

4. Be able to present topic fully within time limitations, with details and examples, and in a clear and logical order

5. Be able to demonstrate eye contact, posture, gestures, and body movements.

6. Be able to demonstrate proper pace, tone, vocalizations, volume, and expression

7. Be able to use varied, effective, and socially/ethically appropriate argumentative techniques.

8. Be able to recognize propaganda techniques such as bandwagon, glittering generality, name calling, etc.
