In Memory:

This scholarship is in memory of Corey Davis (Wetmore class of 2011) who touched the lives of everyone he met with his quiet, caring nature and unreserved friendship.  Corey’s priority in life was making others happy and he worked hard to be a big brother to younger students, a friend to his peers, and a help to the adults who needed him.

Purpose of Scholarship:
The Corey Davis Memorial Scholarship had been founded to award and aid a Wetmore High School senior who desires to further his or her education beyond high school, whether it is a four-year, two-year, or vocational college.  The committee would prefer that candidates demonstrate a desire to help others.  


Disbursement:

This is a $250, one-year, nonrenewable scholarship.  The check will be written to both the student and the school he/she is attending.  The USD 113 Education Foundation will mail the check to the college for the full $250 in the fall.  

Criteria:

Because of Corey’s untimely death in a traffic accident, students will be required to write a 300-word essay about safety and/or importance of caring for others. Applications are due by April 2nd.  The award is not based on scholastic achievement, but rather the willingness to be of service to others.  In the event that a relative of Corey’s applies for the scholarship, priority will be given to that relative.

Administration Guideline:

A committee of three people to include the Wetmore principal, counselor, and one teacher will review the applications and select the scholarship recipient.
