Purpose:  The purpose of the grant is to assist USD 441 graduates enrolled in their student teaching experience in meeting normal living expenses during the course of their practicum.  
Requirements for Eligibility:  To be eligible to receive a Sabetha-Wetmore Education Association (SWEA) Grant, the applicant must meet the following criteria:

1. The applicant must be enrolled as a full time student in good standing at an accredited college or university.

2. At the time of submission of the application, the applicant must be enrolled in an accredited teacher education program at a university or college.

3. The applicant must be actively participating in the college or university teacher practicum at a public elementary, middle, or secondary school under the supervision of a certified classroom teacher.

4. The applicant must have been graduated from one of the USD 441 high schools, either Sabetha High School or Wetmore High School

Application Information:

1. Applicants must thoroughly, honestly, and accurately complete the attached application form.

2. Grants in the amount of $250.00 are awarded to deserving applicants twice per academic year.  The first grant is awarded to those enrolled in the student teaching experience in the fall semester.  Applications must be received no later than August 15 of that academic year.  The second grant is awarded to individuals who will be student teaching during the spring semester of the academic year.  Applications must be received no later than December 15th before the beginning of the second semester.
